History 504:

Science, Medicine, and Gender in Europe and America,

1870-1910

In Europe and North America alike, scientific and medical intellectuals in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries were massively preoccupied with the nature of femininity and masculinity. Their richly varied attempts to describe, classify, theorize, and control gender occurred in one area of disciplinary inquiry after another, including psychology, sociology, evolutionary biology, clinical psychiatry, criminology, anthropology, sexology, forensic medicine, reproductive physiology, and psychoanalysis.  This course investigates a series of these “new sciences” of gender from the fin-de-siècle and aube-de-siècle generations, periods closely associated with the advent of modernity in the Western world.  Conceptually, our emphasis will remain on the construction and application of new biomedical knowledges in their historical contexts.  We will examine equally issues of femininity and masculinity, and we will study authors and texts from Britain, France, Germany, Austria, Italy, and the USA.
